She has second chaired several felony cases and on one case, the court dismissed several counts against a client that were not appropriate due to Nicole’s attention to detail. In addition, her work at a crime scene on another case helped a client reduce a felony to a misdemeanor and the client was granted probation. She has also prepared and argued a suppression motion in a third case which was granted and later dismissed by the court.  Nicole volunteers her personal weekend time to prepare cases and her work is consistently high caliber. 

        In the past year, volunteers like Ms. Saperstein donated 384 hours worth $1,124,274.00 to San Diego County.       

        The Department of the Public Defender has a volunteer intern program with over 100 volunteers at any time. They range from legal interns and Post-Bar candidates to Investigative and Clerical volunteers. The office also hosts high school and college students as job shadows. Another outreach effort is with the German Referendar Program. Through the German-American Chamber of Commerce in New York, the office arranges visas to bring German law students to United States to expose them to the legal system.
